e Off-road conditions are more rigorous. Check all bolted connections and your load more regularly.

e Ensure that your vehicle manufacturer’'s GVM, and gross axle weights are not exceeded (refer to vehicle owner’s manual).

Sensitivity to Crosswinds, Behaviour in Curves and Braking.

Remember that the handling characteristics of your vehicle will change when transporting a load on the roof.
Exercise extreme care when transporting wind-resisting loads; special consideration must be taken into account when braking.
